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JUST A REMINDER:

Smoking is not permitted in the bathhouse facilities. Please be considerate of
others.

Please pick up after your dog. There are bags in front of A-Dock. All dogs
must be leashed. You may let your dog run on the lawn in front of A-Dock but
must be under close supervision. Dogs are not permitted in the bathhouse
facilities.

Please break down boxes before loading them into the recycle bin. All bagged
trash must be put into the dumpster not in the cans by the bathhouse.

All slipholders are assigned 2 parking stickers. They must be displayed on
each vehicle. Only 2 cars per slipholder are allowed in the parking lot at any
time. If you have a guest, they must sign in at the fuel dock to get a parking
pass. Please do not park in the yellow tow away zones.

If you store your dinghy or kayak in the dinghy rack, it must have an ALM
sticker. They are provided at the fuel dock.

Every slipholder receives 4 pool passes per year. They will be available for
pick up at the fuel dock mid-May. Guest passes are also available at $5 per
day.

Pumpouts are free to all slipholders at the fuel dock. In slip pumpouts are
available at $10 per tank. Please contact the fuel dock for more information.

If you have an outside contractor come & work on your boat, they must sign in
at the fuel dock & have a copy of their insurance on file.

Feeding wildlife around the marina is not permitted.
